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There’s a coffee window for ordering takeaways or, if you’ve got the time to eat in, 
check out the funky décor featuring restored and recycled furniture. 

For something more formal and European, Pages on Pine restaurant is open for 
dinner Wednesday to Saturday and lunch on Fridays. Enjoy the warm welcome from 
husband and wife team Eric and Vanessa Pages and sample the small and delightful 
menu featuring local produce. The crispy confit duck leg comes highly 
recommended.
